STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY:  No Report was Read.
COMMITTEE ON MUNICIPAL SERVICES: No Report was Read.
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COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC WORKS: Councilman Moore stated that the resent snowstorm was unexpected by Public Works, even though some of our equipment was done we still got the street cleaned up. He congratulated the man in Public Works for a job well done. He stated he would like to apologize to the residents in Lion’s Gate and River Run for getting their streets cleared off so late due to the equipment being down, and stated that they hope that this will not happen again. Councilman Moore spoke of a new dump truck that was budgeted two years ago but is now just being purchased. Councilman Moore ended his report by stating that a new law from the State of New Jersey regarding picking up of electronics, and they will be putting a notice in the tax bills of how to dispose of them.
COMMITTEE ON RECREATION: Councilman Raines stated that this is Black History Month and there are several programs that will be going on in town. Councilman Raines ended his report by stating one program is the Still’s Family is having a Black History Program this Saturday  at the Lawnside School on February 5th at 3pm and Town Watch is having a Black History Program on February 12th  here at the Borough Hall.
COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC SAFETY:  Councilman Still stated in the Construction Code Dept. for the month of December there was one (1) certificate of occupancy, six (6) continued certificate of occupancies and eleven (11) permits issued. He stated also, there was two (2) Maintenance Violation Notices issued and total amount collected for December 2010 was 

$10,195.00. He stated that for the month of January in the Construction Code Dept. there was three (3) continued certificate of occupancies, one (1) fine and four (4) permits issued. Also, there were three (3) Maintenance Violation Notices and one (1) Notice and Order of Penalty issued and the total amount collected for January 2011 was $454.00.Councilman Still stated that he has a report from the Police Dept. for the month of January  2011, there were 48 accidents, 101 traffic summons, 1 drunk driving arrest, 4 shoplifting, 2 simple assault, 1 terrorist threat, 2 harassments, 2 burglaries, 4 criminal mischief, 6 thefts, 5 warrant arrest, 3 cds(drug arrest) and 6 juvenile complaints.  Councilman Still ended his report by stating calls for service for the month of January were 660 police, 94 ambulances, and 42-fire dept.
COMMITTEE ON PERSONNEL & FINANCE: Mayor Wardlow spoke of the equipment failures during the snowstorm. She spoke about a meeting that they had with the Mayor of Magnolia regarding shared services. She spoke of the $50, 00 grant funds for “Energy Efficiency Improvements” for the municipal building. She spoke of the reimburse from FEMA 
for the snowstorms last winter. She stated the that Jay Todd the Administrator and Public Works Supervisor Tyrone Wakefield attended a Municipal Managers Roundtable Meeting, and she thanked Thomas Colavecchio for his years of service as Tax Assessor here in Lawnside. Mayor Wardlow ended her report by stating the Community Center Rental has no current activity to report and contract escrow has no current activity.
