STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

COMMITTEE ON ENERGY/ENVIRONMENT: Councilman Lee stated that from the Committee on Energy and Environment we currently have a resident volunteer to help re-introduce the town “Lawnside Ledger.” We are looking for a Lawnside School Student or Teacher to volunteer to help with the ledger. Councilman Lee talked about the website, mobile media, and the resident survey. He stated that the Webinar was completed on February 10th and the seminar was completed on March 3rd. The seminar discussed grants and other funding that are available for towns that are certified as a Sustainable Municipality. He spoke about the Solar Program, and how the Construction Code Official and he have been doing drive-by inspection on the exterior of homes in the town to see who is in violation. Councilman Lee ended his report by stating that the Mayor has appointed Mr. Ibrahim Braham and Mr. Doug Brotherton to the Planning Board on March 14th, and Mr. Ronald DeAbreu has been appointed the Planning Board Chairperson. 
COMMITTEE ON DPW: Councilman Moore stated that DPW is working on winter month close-out tasks. He stated that we are now entering the spring season, and will be starting to collect of grass and chipping, which including branch/leaf pick-up. He spoke of pending and future budgetary issues. He stated that Richard Still and Tyrone Wakefield have instituted a proactive safety-training program for the past month, to include the upcoming summer months. Also, the Department of Public Works employees have attended safety classes within the last month on Chain Saw/Chipper Safety, Haz-Mat’s, Lock Out, Tag Out, Back Safety, and Asbestos Awareness. He spoke about facility/equipment issues and the building and grounds in town. Councilman Moore ended his report by stating please be careful as you enter the Borough Hall as we are attempted to spruce up the interior with paint.
COMMITTEE ON RECREATION: Councilman Pollard stated that he has been in communication with Dr. Ron Johnson from the Lawnside School and Dr. Monroe who will be heading up the Twenty First Century Program regarding this years Summer Recreation Program.  
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He stated that they are looking into combining the two programs to offset the cost of personnel. He stated they would be meeting on April 11th at the Lawnside School to attempt to finalize a game plan. He stated that he has also spoken to Debbie DeAbrue and several parents who are in support of our efforts and the Recreation Committee will be attending the PTA meeting on May 2nd in hope of getting full support of all parents. He spoke of the Lawnside Heritage Day which will be held on June 25th and some of the ways they will be trying to fundraise for the event. He spoke of parks & grounds in town and the Community Center. Councilman Pollard ended his report by stating that he and the Mayor attended a CDBG meeting at Mt. Ephraim Borough on Thursday March 24th, and we were informed that there would be a cut of 7.5 to 25% to year 2012 CDBG funding.
COMMITTEE ON MUNICIPAL SERVICES: Councilman Raines stated that Fire Inspections will no longer be done by the County and that it will be done by the Regional Alliance headed by Borough of Barrington. He spoke about the ongoing issues with parking on Charleston Avenue in front of the school during children’s pickup and drop off times. Councilman Raines ended his report by stating that they will be working on rental agreement for the Community Center, review of the ordinance that covers the closing time of our bars and clubs and ordinance to stipulate where solar panels maybe placed in/on a property.  
COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC SAFETY:  Councilman Still stated in the Public Safety Department during the month of March there were 15 accidents, 75 traffic summons, 4 shoplifting, 1 aggravated assault, 1 terroristic threats, 2 harassments, 3 burglaries, 2 criminal mischief, 1 juvenile complaints. Councilman Still ended his report my stating that calls of service 311 police, 44 ambulance, and 12 fire dept.  
COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY:  Councilwoman Wakefield-Moore stated that in the Board of Health Dept. held their Annual Rabies Vaccination Clinic on March 5, 2011. She stated that there were 16 dogs vaccinated and 9 cats. She stated that $322.00 dollars was collected at the clinic and 28 summonses were issued that following Tuesday for those who were delinquent on their license fees. She stated that Tracy Craig would be the new member on the Board of Health. She reported that in the Municipal Court Dept. $5,820.40 Automatic Clearing House ACH(Electronic Deduction), $1,847.00 Camden County Treasurer, $6,037.00 Lawnside Municipal Treasurer, $6.00 POAA and $56.60 Restitution. Councilwoman Wakefield-Moore ended her report by stating the bank interest was $4.46 and the total disbursement for February 2011 was $13,771.46.   
*Councilman Raines stated that he would like to add to his report the Construction Code Department report. He stated during the month of March 2011, there were five (5) continued certificates of occupancies, two (2) certificates of occupancies, and one (1) permit issued. He stated that there were seven (7) Maintenance Violation Notices and one (1) Notice of Penalty issued. Councilman Raines ended by stating that total amount collected for March 2011 was $1,256.00.

COMMITTEE ON PERSONNEL & FINANCE: Mayor Wardlow thanked the School Board for inviting the Borough Council this evening. She stated that in the Finance Dept., the Community Center Rental has no current activity to report and the contract escrow account has no current activity as well. Mayor Wardlow thanked Dr. Johnson and the PTA President Mrs. DeAbreu for joining our business roundtable. She also, thanked the Lawnside School’s Art Department for the art and we have them displayed at the Borough Hall.  
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Mayor Wardlow stated that on behalf of herself, Council and the Lawnside Borough staff we would like to congratulate the School Board on a job well done at the First Walter Gaines Basketball Game. Mayor Wardlow gave a report from Jay Todd the Borough Administrator. She spoke about the Budget CAP Waiver which allowed us to adopt to the FY2011 Budget at a Special Council Meeting on March 16th. She stated that they will begin working on the FY2012 Budget and we are under a strict budget that is given by the State of New Jersey due to us signing the Memorandum of Understanding in December. She stated that we received a check from the State for $58,159.55 which is the last reimbursement payment for the Charman Avenue Project. She spoke of the energy green lighten that has been installed at the Public Works Building, and they are now going to be installing it in all of our public buildings and the park in town. She stated that Public Works Supervisor Tyrone Wakefield and the Mr. Todd attended the County Municipal Managers Roundtable in Blackwood on March 17th. She stated that 15 towns were present and a number of topics were discussed including the County no longer doing Fire Inspections for municipalities. She stated that Public Works Supervisor Richard Still and the Mr. Todd attended the County Recycling Coordinators meeting on March 22nd in Lindenwold. She stated that a variety of issues were discussed related to recycling. Mayor Wardlow stated that on March 22nd our JIF Safety Coordinator Amber Pressley and Mr. Todd attended a presentation by the South Jersey Regional Employees Health Benefits Fund which provides health benefits for our full-time employees. She spoke of the Pastors Roundtable was held on March 31st, and that this is to establish a permanent line of communication with our churches. She stated that Pastors Roundtable will meet quarterly and that the next meeting will be in June. Mayor Wardlow ended her report by stating the Business Roundtable will take place on Thursday, April 14th at 8:30am. Mayor Wardlow ended her report by stating that we requested the Vineland Construction pick up litter along Oak Avenue across from the UPS Plant, and this cleanup should take place this week.
