Electronic trash
Electronic trash includes computer towers, laptops, monitors, keyboards, TV’s, VCR’s, DVD’s, scanners, telephones, cell phones, etc.  New laws adopted by the State of New Jersey no longer allow disposal of these items with your regular trash.  Electronic trash must now be recycled.  We cannot recycle these items; it is your responsibility.  We offer three options for disposal of electronic trash:


First option – Beginning December 2011 and continuing thru Feb 2012, the County is conducting a pilot program for recycling electronics.  Televisions, computers, and other electronic devices can be dropped off for recycling at no charge to the Pennsauken Landfill, 9600 River Rd., Pennsauken, NJ, 08110, from Mon. thru Fri., 7:00 am to 4:00 pm.  Items can also be dropped off on three Sat. mornings, from 7:00 am to 12:00 noon: Dec. 17,  Jan. 14,  and Feb. 15.  For more info, visit www.pcfacc.com or call 856-665-8787.

Second option - Camden County sponsors Electronics Recycling Collection Events for Camden County residents.  You must deliver the electronics to the event location.  For more info, you can visit www.camdencounty.com; click on the letter R in the Find Your County Services box on the right, and then click Recycling Information.  Or you can call (856) 858-5241.

Third option - Best Buy stores will take electronic trash for recycling.  Most things are recycled free with a few restrictions.  You can visit www.bestbuy.com; go to the SERVICES tab and click on Recycling.


Fourth option – Magnum Computer Recycling in Westville will take electronic trash for recycling.  Most things are recycled free with a few restrictions.  Call (856) 853-1544 or visit http://www.magnum-llc.us/.
