 ORDINANCE NO. 10–FY 2011
ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT TO THE SALARY AND WAGES OF THE MUNICIPAL TAX ASSESSOR AND TAX ASSESSOR’S CLERK

WHEREAS, the Borough of Lawnside has been ordered by the Camden County Board of Taxation to complete a revaluation in the Borough by January 1, 2012; and


WHEREAS, in order to complete the revaluation within the Borough, several substantive and procedural steps must be taken, including but not limited to: (1) review and reorganization of municipal tax data; (2) completion of a digital municipal tax map;  (3) retention of municipal appraisal experts; and (4) commencement of the revaluation process within the municipality; and  

WHEREAS, the municipal tax assessor and the clerk in the tax assessor’s office have been required to perform substantial additional duties above and beyond the normal scope of work required of the municipal tax assessor and deputy tax assessor; and

WHEREAS, those duties include:  reviewing every municipal property file in the Borough of Lawnside for completeness, updating, and supplementing records to assure current accuracy, working closely with the Camden County Board of Taxation to obtain records not readily available in the Borough of Lawnside, working closely with the Camden County Clerk’s office to obtain records not readily available in the Borough of Lawnside, communicating and corresponding with individual property owners to verify accuracy of records, working closely with the Municipal Engineer and various engineering subcontractors to supply all records necessary to complete digital mapping; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Tax Assessor and the Tax Assessor Clerk have spent numerous additional working hours above and beyond the traditional hours required of their positions in order to complete these additional tasks and the additional hours have been submitted to the governing body in the form of written reports from the Assessor; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that the salary of the Municipal Tax Assessor be adjusted by $6,930 for FY 2011, said additional salary to be paid retroactively from July 1, 2010 through December 1, 2011; and


FURTHER, BE IT ORDANIED that the Clerk in the Tax Assessor’s Office salary be adjusted by $1,350 for FY 2011, said additional salary being be paid retroactively from July 1, 2010 through December 1, 2011; and


BE IT FURTHER ORDANIED that the salaries of the Municipal Tax Assessor and the Clerk in the Tax Assessor’s Office shall revert to their FY 2010 salaries effective January 1, 2011, and that the governing body and the appropriate appointed municipal officials execute any and all documents necessary to effectuate the wage and salary adjustments set forth above.
