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SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL 
CHAPTER 120 (Borough Code) 
 
120-1. Removal by abutting owner: 
Each and every owner of land abutting upon a public highway where the adjacent sidewalk is paved shall remove all snow and ice from such adjacent sidewalk within twelve (12) hours of daylight next after such snow and ice shall fall or be formed thereon. 
 
120-2. Removal by abutting tenant: 
Each and every tenant of land abutting upon a public highway where the adjacent sidewalk is paved shall remove all snow and ice from such adjacent sidewalk within twelve (12) hours of daylight next after such snow and ice shall fall or be formed thereon
  
120-3. Violations and penalties: 
Any person who shall violate this chapter shall, upon conviction thereof before any judicial officer authorized to hear and determine the matter, forfeit and pay such fine not exceeding the sum  of five hundred dollars ($500) as shall be imposed by such judicial officer in his discretion, or if the party so convicted is a natural person, be imprisoned in the borough jail or county jail for such term not exceeding ninety (90) days as such judicial officer in his discretion shall determine; provided, however, that if the party so convicted is a natural person, such judicial officer shall have power, in his discretion, to impose sentence of both fine and imprisonment not exceeding the maximum limits hereinbefore fixed.

EMERGENCY -- NO PARKING 

CHAPTER 133 (Borough Code)
133-21.  Designation of snow emergency on parking areas
A.   Whenever snow has fallen and the accumulation is such that it covers the street or highway, no vehicle shall be parked on either side of any of the streets or parts thereof described in Schedule XVI attached to and made a part of this chapter.
B.    The above parking prohibitions shall remain in effect after the snow has ceased until the streets have been plowed sufficiently and to the extent that parking will not interfere with the normal flow of traffic. 
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
